Dave Sams, a seasoned performer, has toured nationally
with "The New Europa Troubadours" and overseas with
the Army Band Program. He played in the acoustic duo
"Rooster Forbes" which won runner up in the single/duo
category of the 2009 Cincinnati Blues Society Blues
Challenge. The Dayton Daily news said "His musical
diversity is evident at every gig whether he's playing solo
or with his band..."

As a young adult I learned Arlo Guthrie’s "Alice’s
Restaurant” not realizing that it was in the Piedmont
Blues Style.

As the years passed this style became my voice. The
more I learned the more it moved me and spoke for me. I
love the complexity and counter point of this Rag Time
piano style on guitar.

As an artist I focus now on the sounds and
stories of Piedmont Blues. The issues raised
in these songs are the same as today with
many of these songs being 80 to 100 years
old. Audience’s relate to the groove of these
songs. I love playing "Hesitation Blues" and
seeing "feets" moving!

My concert shows include slide guitar and
other Blues Styles. They are interspersed with
stories and humor including the accounting of
my journey to the crossroads - where an IRS
auditor popped up in place of the deuvil.

Dave is on the faculty at The Fitton Center
For Creative Arts in Hamilton, Oh. And The
Center For The Arts in Wyoming Oh. He
performs regionally as a solo artist and locally
with his band.
